GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR PREPARING AND PROVIDING COOKED MEAL TO STUDENT OF ELEMENTRY CLASSES

1. SCOPE Of WORK


Preparing and providing nutritional diet/meals to students of class I to VIII (Class I to V - calories 480 and Protein 13-18 grams & class VI to VII – calories 700 and 
protein 20 grams of Govt/Govt.Aided Schools and A.I.E.Centres, as per menu approved from time to time by the competent authority and subsequent GOI instructions under Mid Day Meal Scheme.
2. ELIGIBILITY:



The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/firm shall submit a copy of valid food licence issued by the Director Health Services, U.T., Chandigarh, after paying the prescribed licence fee, under the Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 

3. VALIDITY OF CONTRACT:


The contract for the above services shall be valid for the period of one year and same may be extended on the basis of the performance during the last year, subject to period not exceeding 5 years in total.


4.  MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING  (MOU)



Successful bidder will have to execute Memorandum of Understanding on the non judicial stamp papers of Rs.15/- in the format to be obtained from the Education Department, within a stipulated period not later than three months.
5. PERFORMANCE SECURITY DEPOSIT: 

Successful bidder shall furnish Bank Guarantee in the form of Performance Security Deposit equal to 5% of the annual contract value in favour of District Education Officer, UT, Chandigarh valid for 15 months.  In the event of its non-performance or non adherence of terms and conditions, the same can be adjusted by the Education Department for settlement of the Dues/forfeiture of entire security deposit of the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm as per the sole discretion of the Education Department which shall be final and binding on the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm.

6.KITCHEN SHED 

(i) Kitchen Shed with valid connection of electricity and water will be provided free of cost by the Education Department to the successful bidder.  Additional storage capacity, if required, shall be the responsibility of the tenderer.

NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will not make any structural changes in the cooking sheds without the prior approval of the competent authority, failing which penalty of termination of contract as well as forfeiture of security deposit will be liable to be levied.

The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall not use the Kitchen Shed for commercial purposes.




(iv)
NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will not use the cooking shed for any 
purpose other than storing of Mid Day Meal utensils /cooking 
ingredients/food grains/cooking of meals.

7. KITCHEN DEVICES/EQUIPMENTS.
(i) The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will use his own cooking utensils will have to arrange commercial LPG fuel and other cooking 
accessories at his own cost. Recurring cost on this account shall also be borne by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm. Thus, no utensils/equipments etc shall be provided by the Education Department, UT, Chandigarh.

(ii)
That the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall ensure that only LPG is used for cooking purposes only.

(iii)
NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall conform to fire safety norms and get fire safety certificate or such clearance as required from the Fire Department. The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall be responsible for fire safety and hygiene standard as stipulated by the appropriate authority.

8 GENERAL DUTIES OF NPO/NGO/PSU/CO-OP SOCIETY/FIRM.
(i)
The regularity of the performance of the service will be the essence of the contract and shall form a central factor of the contract. The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall 
take all possible steps to ensure to maintain its performance as determined by the Education Department from time to time.
(ii)
NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will engage trained and sufficient number of persons to execute the work of preparation of Mid Day Meal satisfactorily as allotted.  It will ensure that at least one third of all cooks and helpers belong to the scheduled castes.  Further they will be responsible for the food quality hygienic cooking of meals for all intents and purposes. In case of any deficiency or short coming in the preparation of Mid Day Meal on his part is found by the Education Department or any authority of Chandigarh Administration, NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall be entirely and solely responsible for the consequences including legal action. The tenderer shall be responsible to comply with all labour laws in force.
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(iii)
The kitchen shall function on all school working days of the week and hot cooked meal   shall be made available by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm for the school(s) on each working day at the specified time as may be fixed by the Education Department considering the timings and shifts of the school(s). 

(iv)
The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall supply the cooked food as 
per the norms prescribed by Govt. of India i.e.13-18 gram protein and 
480 calories from I – V students, 
20 gram protein and 700 calories for 
class VI – VIII students.

(v) The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall make uninterrupted supply of the cooked meals to the 
Govt., 
Govt. aided schools and AIE Centres (to be allocated separately by the Education Deptt.) under MDM Scheme, either itself or through the Self Help Groups (SHGs) without involvement of the Education Department in the purchases or cooking, as per GOI food norms and tentative menu given in Annexure I. 

(vi)
With every dispatch of material, the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall prepare delivery challan in triplicate which shall be sent to the school concerned with the supply, out of which the original copy duly signed by the MDM Incharge of the school concerned or the Head of school for having received the supply of cooked meals shall be forwarded to the District Education Officer, Chandigarh Administration by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm alongwith the bills and the 2nd copy shall remain with the School concerned and the 3rd copy with the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm for their record.

(vii)
NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall use separate closed and secured containers duly painted on 
them “Mid Day Meal Programme of Education Department, UT, Chandigarh” for providing cooked meals to each section/class of students in schools. The lids of the containers should be such that they do not come off accidentally while handling/transporting.

NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall supply only fresh cooked meal to the schools of the Education Department .

(ix) The Education Deptt. will lift the cooked meals from the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm cooking 
shed, 
packed in containers as per clause No.7 (ii & iii), after sample tasting of the meals by the representative/s of Education Department.  If the cooked meals are not found as per standards laid down in the Agreement, it shall not be lifted by Education Deptt. and no claim for such cooked meals shall be entertained in any case.  Education Deptt. shall be at liberty to make an alternative arrangement for supply of cooked meals on that day at the risk and cost of the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm Further the tenderer will compensate the loss incurred to the Education Deptt on this account.
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9. ALTERNATE ARRANGEMENT IN CASE OF DEFICIENCY IN SERVICE

(i)
In case, the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm fails to provide the cooked 
meals in time due to any reason, the Education Deptt. shall be at liberty 
to purchase any item in lieu thereof from any other source at the risk and 
cost of the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm.

(ii)
In the event of failure of the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm to provide the services/cooked meals or part thereof as mentioned in this agreement for any reason whatsoever, the Education Deptt. shall be entitled to procure the services from other sources and the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall be liable to pay forthwith to the Education Deptt. the difference of payments made to such other sources and damages suffered by the Education Deptt. arising there from.

(iii)
If the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm fails to provide  the cooked meals as per prescribed quantity/nutrition/calorie values to the satisfaction of the Education Deptt., and tested by the Health Department no payment for the cost of cooked food and overhead shall be made for the days for which there have been supplies of substandard food. Apart from this, the cost of foodgrains utilized shall also be recovered from the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm.  
(iv)
 In the event of doubt as to the quality of food or delayed supply, the concerned Head of school/beneficiary/authorized representative of the Education Deptt. may refuse to accept the supply provided by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm.  The concerned NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall replace the substandard items with quality supplementary nutrition items immediately after getting the approval for the same from the concerned Head of School/Beneficiary/DEO/Authorized Representative of Education Deptt. at its own cost and the Education Deptt. shall not be liable to pay any compensation to the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm. 

(v)
In the event of acceptance of substandard food by the Head of School/DEO/Authorized Representative of Education Deptt. and consumed by the beneficiaries, no payment shall be made for that food and an amount of 5% of the value of the particular supply shall be deducted as penalty by the Education Deptt. apart from any other penalty and statutory action against the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm under relevant statutory/agreement.

10.GENERAL DUTIES OF EDUCATION DEPTT.

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11. RATES  



Per meal cooking cost (including the cost of Pulses, Vegetables, Oil and Fats, Salt and condiments and Fuel) shall be paid as fixed by the GOI from time to time for the primary and upper primary stage children. Rates fixed for the year 2011-12 are Rs. 2.89 per meal per day for primary stage children and Rs. 4.33 per meal per day for upper primary stage children. Bidders shall quote minimum acceptable per meal rates only for labour and Administrative Charges for the primary and upper primary stage children.



12.FOOD GRAINS/OTHER MATERIAL 


(i)
The Education Deptt. will provide foodgrains i.e. Atta/Wheat/Rice, free    
of cost, at the cooking shed allocated to NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm, which shall be provided/replenished on weekly basis only. NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op Society/Firm will maintain account of the foodgrains received, taking into consideration the actual supply of MDM for primary and upper primary students and send report of the same alongwith the indent for further supply of food grains. Any deviation found in the store receipt/ issue/consumption shall be considered/viewed seriously. NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will submit the indent for further supply of foodgrains well in time giving sufficient notice to the Education Deptt. to arrange the supply of food grains.

(ii)
NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm will keep an electronic weighing scale in the cooking shed. Calibration of weighing scale will be got checked from the Inspectors of Weight & Measurements Department, Chandigarh Administration, by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm. 
(iii)
All material except Rice and atta shall be arranged by the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm at their own level and cost and no advance shall be given by Education Deptt

(iv)
The material shall be used in proportion to the approved norms such as 
pulses, lentils, vegetables etc.

(vi) 
Only AGMARK spices shall be used

(vii) Refined Oil of AGMARK make shall be used only.
13.QUANTITY OF  COOKED MEALS 

(i)
The average number of meals cooked per day for Financial Year 2009-
10 was 21164, which can be increased/decreased by the Education 
Deptt.
(ii)
In case of cancellation of supply or increase/decrease in supply of MDM for any day, the information will be given by the Education Deptt., to the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm, one day in advance. 

14.QUALITY OF MEALS

(i) Ensuring hygiene/quality/nutritional/calorie values of cooked meals will be the sole responsibility of the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm. 
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(ii)
Technical experts as well as the authorized officers of the Education Department will personally inspect periodically the premises of cooking/processing of food items for ascertaining the quality of food. They may also order lifting of the samples and sending the same to the Govt./Private labs of repute for which the necessary expenses shall be borne by the Education Deptt.  In case, there is a dispute, the 
decision of the Director Public Instructions(Schools), Chandigarh Administration shall be final and binding on both the parties.

15.INSPECTIONS

(i) 
The Education Deptt. or its representative or representative of Chandigarh Administration shall always have the right and liberty to do surprise inspection(s) of cooking sheds, civic amenities, foodgrains and other material stocked therein.

(ii)
Any officer authorised for the purpose shall carry out the regular checking of the eatables in the Kitchen. The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall be liable to pay a fine upto Rs.1000/-. in case of any adulteration or quality failure on each occasion.



16. RAISING OF BILLS OF COOKED MEAL AND PAYMENTS THEREOF

(i) The NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op. Society/Firm shall submit the bills on a fortnightly basis for the cooked meals supplied so as to enable the Education Deptt. to verify and process the same for payment.

(ii) The payments for the cooked meals shall be made by the Education Deptt. within 30 working days from the receipt of bills from the NPO/NGO/PSU/Co-op.
